As you know, Prize Fund is
what is paid back to the bowlers for the prize moneys. Lineage is what is paid to the bowling center for the
cost of bowling. What are these mysterious fees? Fees are used to pay for the printing of the Flyers, Awards
such as trophies and shirts. If there are not enough entries for the fees to cover the cost of the printing and tro-
phies, then money must be added from other parts of the Association budget. If more fees are collected than
are needed, then the excess goes back into the budget for other necessary items, like awards.
